I am also currently 
working on obtaining the 
necessary requirements to 
implement Cambridge IGCSE 
examinations in our school, and 
it is hoped that the first batch 
will be able sit the IGCSE exams 
in the coming school year 
2012/2013. 

Accreditation has been another 
area of focus; SLK and Lollypop 
Preschool are in the phase of 
completing the required 
documents to undergo the 
Association of National Plus 
SchoolsÕ Bertaraf InternasionalÕs 
accreditation. Assessors will 
begin visiting and monitoring 
the campus in mid- November, 
and results are expected before 
the end of this Semester.

 SLK celebrated World TeachersÕ day on Friday 14th October. Students 
conveyed appreciation to teachers via cards, flowers, chocolate, and 
words of affirmation. This day was significant in a cknowledging the 
value and effort of our teachers at SLK.  
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A common philosophy of sport must be understood and  practised by all adult leaders, administration, 
teachers, coaches, parents and officials to avoid confusion, disagreements and confrontations. By 
understanding a common philosophy, everyone can wor k together to meet the needs of the students involved. 
Sports at SLK exist to provide opportunities for st udents to participate in activities under condition s that are 
safe, enjoyable and promote international attitudes of fair play and cooperation. At SLK, sports has concern for 
the whole person, made up of body, mind and spirit.  An attempt should be made to respond to the interests 
and needs of the individual by encouraging the tota l growth and development of the young person. Physi cal 
fitness, positive mental attitude, self-discipline and spiritual growth are all important in developin g the whole 
person.  
 
All eligible students (see SLK Parent and Student Handbook, and BSSA Handbook) are given the opportunity to 
participate. The number of teams formed will depend  on the number of interested participants. Once the 
season starts, every student should play in every sporting event. Participation, involvement and being  able to 
play are far more important than winning a particul ar sport event or having the best win/loss record.  
 
Developing the individual is the focus; the sport e vent is merely the tool. Beyond the written rule th ere is a 
proper spirit in which to engage in competitive spo rts. Fair play and sportsmanship are the essence of the 
Sports Programme. Participation alone does not guarantee sportsmanlike attitudes and values, such as 
honesty, fair play and friendship. Coaches, parents and teachers must be role models and explain why these 
behaviours are appropriate.  
 
Winning is an important objective in sports. To not  seek victory is to be a dishonest competitor, but winning 
must not be the only objective. Adults must help st udents understand that there is more to sports than a 
win/loss record. Students must be taught that succe ss is found in striving for victory. The most impor tant 
concept is that if they give their maximum effort a nd strive for success, there are no losers. When winning is 
kept in perspective, the student first and winning second, sports programmes produce kids who feel good 
about themselves, respect others, accept responsibilities, strive for excellence, improve skills, have fun and 
look forward to future participation in sports. Thi s is the purpose of Sports at SLK.  
 
At SLK we try our best to ensure that every student  has the right: 
1. To have the opportunity to participate in sports . 
2. To participate at a level appropriate with each studentÕs maturity and ability. 
3. To have qualified adult leadership. 
4. To play as a youth and not as an adult. 
5. To share in the leadership and decision-making of their sport participation. 
6. To participate in safe and healthy environments. 
7. To proper preparation for participation in sport s. 
8. To an equal opportunity to strive for success. 
9. To be treated with dignity.
